
David’s Troubles - II Samuel 12:15b-24

Trouble in the House (12:15b-13:39) Absalom’s Rebellion (14-15)

- Uriah’s widow’s child becomes sick (12:15)
- David cries to God - lays on the floor, fasts, and cries to God
- His response - he gets up, cleans himself up, He goes to the 

house of the Lord and worships (20)
- Then he goes and eats
- Explanation - mourning will not bring back my child - I fasted 

and wept hoping that God would be gracious and spare the 
child - I will go to him (future) but he can’t came to me (21-23)

- Solomon = God is Peace; His Replacement
- Nathan calls him Jedidiah = “Beloved of the Lord” (24-25)
