Falling away (24:10)
Gospel will be preached to the whole
world and then the end will come

(24:14)

Abomination of Desolation standing in
the holy place (24:15)

Let those who are in Judea flee (24:16)

Great tribulation (24:21)

Immediately after the tribulation of
those days (24:29)

Sun darkened, moon not give its light,
stars will fall, powers of heaven will be
shaken (24:29)

Then the Son of Man will appear in the
sky (24:30)

Tribes will mourn (24:30)
Gathering of the elect (24:31)

(24:40-42)

Separation of the sheep and goats
(25:31-46)

The Son of Man will come in His glory

Sheep are put on the right hand

- When you were serving others
(believers) you were serving Me
(25:40)

- Righteous and they will enter eternal
life (25:46)

Goats = unbelievers

- served self

- They didn’t help others brothers of
God

- Eternal punishment (hell)

Days of Noah (24:37-39)

- they were eating, drinking, marrying - life goes
on

- They did not understand - they were told truth

- Until the flood came - took them all away

Servants (24:42-51)

- righteous servant works faithfully for his master
- given more

- Unrighteous servant is partying and doing
things he shouldn’t - assigned to the place of
weeping and gnashing of teeth (hell)

10 Virgins (25:1-13)

- 5 virgins who were prudent - they came
prepared

- 5 virgins who were foolish - they weren’t
prepared - they weren’t ready - they came too
late - the door was already shut

Talents (25:14-30)

- he didn’t use what he had wisely - even though
he had the ability to do it

- Sent to the place of weeping and gnashing of
teeth (hell)

Wheat and the Tares (Mt 13:24-30, 36-43)

- allow the tares to grow with the wheat

- At the end of the age, they will be sorted out

- Tares will be thrown in the fire where there is
weeping and gnashing of teeth (hell)
